    * Education -  train students and teachers to provide peer mediation programs or you may find 


work as a community or cultural liaison officer. 


Teachers may mediation training to teach children to get along with others or to develop 


a peer mediation training program for their school.

    * Family mediation -  Opportunities in counseling, theology, family law practice or private 


practice. This might include the provision of mediation, facilitation and dispute-


resolution system design services in conjunction with a law practice or a human resource 


consulting business.

    * Victim-offender mediation - Individuals with a background in human justice, social work or 


community development may find opportunities in community dispute resolution centers.

    * General skills enhancement - working in the human resource field may wish to use their 


training to improve their collaborative problem-solving and decision-making skills.

    * Government - Working for an agency nationally or globally settling disputes of all nature.
